DISASSEMBLING THE HEAD UNIT

Use a panel removal tool to remove the air vents
(circled).

Remove the two screws securing the upper OEM display. Remove the two screws securing the lower fascia panel
Disconnect and remove the display.

Use a panel removal tool to remove the lower fascia panel/ Remove the two screws securing the OEM head unit in
climate control assembly. Disconnect and remove the place. Disconnect and remove the head unit.

INSTALLING THE INTERFACE

1. Remove and disconnect the original head unit.

2. Connect the 12 way molex connector of the head unit patch lead
(supplied separately) to the interface.

3. Connect the opposite end of head unit patch lead to the head unit steering
wheel confrol input on the back of the affermarket head unit. This may be a
3.5mm jack plug or a wire input depending upon the head unit brand being
fitted. Please see the head unit installation manual for further information on
where fo connect.

Important Note: This step must be completed before connecting power to the
interface. Failure fo so do may result in no steering wheel control function.

FITTING GUIDE

5. Connect the male power/speaker ISO harness to the female power/speaker
ISO harness from the aftermarket head unit.

For aftermarket head units which do not have an ISO connector the interface
uses the following wiring colours:

6. Connect the female vehicle
specific connector to the male
vehicle connector.

7. Connect the speaker to the
chime retention interface.

NB. You must connect the

speaker to the right hand port

on the chime retention interface.

INSTALLING THE NEW HEAD UNIT

Relocate the climate control panel and switch panel from the OEM piece (left) to the top and bottom aftermarket
pieces (right) as shown in the image. Remove the clips from the OEM piece and relocate them to the aftermarket
fascia panel.
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Screw each relocation mount into place at the bottom right Screw the right and left brackets to the sides of the after-

and left corners of the upper panel using the x2 Pozi Pan  market head unit using the Hexsocket screws included
